     In the 1950's Havana Cuba was filled with American tourists.

It 
was a good life, his father was working in the tourism industry 
and doing well for his family.  After the Revolution, his father  
decided to leave the island and take his family to Miami, Florida.   
It was 1962 and Mr. D was nine years old and now living in a for-
eign country.  His father spoke English, but the rest of the family 
had to learn.  Mr. D attended several different schools and found 
it a bit difficult but managed to graduate high school in 1972.  He 
felt strange and different, although his family gave him all the 
support they could. Many of the kids in school bullied him.  
 
     After high school, Mr. D attended Miami Dade College, and he 
became an American citizen in 1973.   He graduated Miami Dade 
College in 1974 and immediately enrolled in Florida International 
University.  Working part and full time through out his education, 
he graduated with his Bachelors degree in 1978, with majors in 
art and history.  Thinking he would become a teacher, the best 
laid plans sometimes never work out.  He became a facility      
assistant upon graduation, and for the next 34 years supported 
members of the facility at F.I.U. with their academic projects.

In addition to a rigorous academic program, 

this unique institution ªalso gives teenagers a lesson in wants, needs and the slippery 

continuum stretching between them.«  That's a fancy way of saying that the students 

enrolled, gathered wood, built a fire to heat water for their own showers, helped in the 

kitchen and cleaned up their own mess.  All of which is good experience that most kids 

now a days lack, but the real goal is admission to Harvard, Stanford or some other     

prestigious educational emporium.  

 I never suffered the horror of a rejection letter from Harvard.  I never applied.  

 College admission for me was not a case of w hich school do I want to go to?  I applied 

to several schools and was accepted, but, within our family's financial constraints I knew 

the only college I could attend would be Muhlenberg College ­ and only if I received a  

scholarship. The college at that time was a small Lutheran liberal arts institution for men 

and graduated 300 or so students per year.  It was within walking distance of my home 

and I could live at home.  A part time job would help me cover books and incidentals.  Had I 

fully realized my homosexual propensity at the time, I may never have made it to 

graduation but would have had a lot more fun and a different type of education.  

 Muhlenberg chose me, a choice for which I've always been grateful, and gave me a 

full tuition scholarship. The college prepared me for medical school and ultimately a        

career that contributed to the lives of many people.  But what the college gave me over 

and beyond the requisite credits and credentials for employment was the seed of         

independent thinking and the desire to evaluate the data before making a decision.  None 

of that was in course outlines.  It simply oozed through the environment of Muhlenberg, 

where questioning was encouraged.  

 And through experiences like ­  a history class with Dr. Swain, head of the History 

Department, or whatever it was termed 1947 -1951.  Dr. Swain casually noted in a lecture 

on the American Revolution that some historians thought the cause of death for George 

Washington was pneumonia, which he developed after jumping from the bedroom       

window of an adjacent plantation and running home through the snow to Mt. Vernon ­ 

not Sans -a-Belt ­ but sans -a-pants.  

 For a seventeen year old raised in a conservative Christian family that was an     

unbelievable  concept bordering on treason.  But what if it were true? What if George 

Washington did more than sit erect on a horse and accept Cornwallis' sword in                

surrender?  What if he did more than stride into Independence Hall to repeat his oath of 

office as the only uncontested president ever?  What if George Washington had a sex 

life, was an adulterer ­ or told a lie?  What if he were human?  Unthinkable to me at        

seventeen.  But the what if stayed in my mind and began the process of weighing             

assertions and the facts they are based upon before drawing conclusions.  

 Now,  near the end of perhaps the most bizarre Presidential election in our history, 

when fact -checkers can't douse the ªpants on fire« allegations of the candidates fast 

enough ­  and many decades post -Muhlenberg, I still value the lessons I learned.  The 

world has changed, education has changed, I've changed.  Now, I simply hope George 

Washington had a good night at his neighbor's home, the local pub or wherever he was 

without his pants and preceding his fatal illness.
